The Village of Lithopolis Designated Outdoor
Refreshment Area (DORA)

The Village of Lithopolis has a 15.3-acre area within the downtown business district called a Designated Outdoor
Refreshment Area or DORA.

According to Ordinance 32-23, the DORA boundary includes:

e 10 West Columbus Street on the north side of Columbus Street to the intersection of Columbus Street and Brown Street
on the northside of the Street from 5 East Columbus Street to 109 East Columbus Street on the south side.

e 33 and 65 North Market Street

e 85 North Walnut Street

e 125 to 310 North Street on the south side of North Street
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
